Enhanced Recycling Program. GFL has partnered with Swartz Creek to enhance the recycling program
to residents and to make 65-gallon wheeled recycling carts available to all residents. This is a universal
program and will not increase your collection rate. Swartz Creek residents will begin universal use of
65-gallon recycling carts starting July 1, 2021.

GFL 65-gallon recycling carts are bright green with hinged black lids, wheels and have the recycling
logo stamped on the lid.

In an effort to keep our city neat and clean, and improve the quality of your collection services, we
are continuing with a new roll out cart system. A 65-gallon recycling cart will be delivered to your home
starting June 24, 2021 with assembly and delivery being completed within 7 days. The new cart will be
placed at the edge of your property by the driveway. Please start using your new 65-gallon recycling cart
the week of July 1, 2021.

Should you need an additional recycling cart, they can be purchased from GFL for $65.00 each. Please contact
the GFL CUSTOMER CARE CENTER AT 844.464.3587. Each cart has a serial number and will be assigned to a
specific street address. Please start using your new recycling containers once you receive them.
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Note: Once a resident takes possession of their new 65 gallon recycling cart it is their
responsibility to keep it in a clean, safe and serviceable condition.
